Tim’s Review for our New CD “Give Me Wings”

Having heard many young talents rise to the ranks of artists known by many, this newer band, McCoy Grass, from Fairborn, Ohio, is one to take note of. The latest release, “Give Me Wings” (McCoy Magic Music) is yet another example. The superb vocal stylings, intricately intertwined with wonderful instrumentations add to the ambiance of the entire project.  Miss Kelly McCoy delivers the distinct flavor of her own taste of the music through Alison Krauss’, Two Highways, as the first track draws you close to the McCoy Grass sound. The flow of versatility shows through in the second track. From Alison to Jimmy Martin’s, Hit Parade of Love, to the original penning of track three’s, Give Me Wings, provides a good flow of traditional bluegrass music. Also the title track, Give Me Wings, shows the spirit of the gospel this band exudes. Although McCoy Grass has many influences, none show more than that of Rhonda Vincent. Train songs have always been a main stay in traditional bluegrass music. As with the Two Highways opening, Kentucky Train and Just to Ease My Worried Mind show’s the instrumental versatility of this band. Sister, Katelyn McCoy holds down the rhythm well as her instrumental years have improved vastly. She is now a seasoned performer and vocalist. Jim “Joe Dirt” Chatfield has been a godsend to the band. Jim has played many varieties of the bass in his years before being chosen for McCoy Grass. Co-Founder of one of the areas premier bands, Shades of Blue, Jim gained many miles of experience with them. Eddie Lewis rounds out the band with the traditional picks on his 5 string. Don’t let the word traditional scare you though… McCoy Grass can “pick it up” when needed! Jim has previously played the rock genre and Eddie has been known to “pick a lil” of Skynyrds, They Call Me the Breeze.. The tracks on this CD is mostly traditional bluegrass, but it’s GOOD traditional bluegrass. Standards, self penned, classic and new and perky, “Give Me Wings” is a perfect example of the material these gals and their band are capable of. Kelly’s last penning, Precious Soldier, is a tearful reminder of many families have endured. Oscar Fish Studios is owned by Evan McGregor of The Wildwood Valley Boys fame. He has done a fantastic job in the production of this fine piece of America’s Music-Bluegrass!
